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The poetic renewal embodied by Hugo, Baudelaire, Verlaine and so many others
after them radically changed the musical landscape and propelled French art
song into a true golden age. This tribute to Fauré, the supreme master of the
mélodie, gains its radiance from Marc Mauillon’s ideally clear voice and Anne Le
Bozec’s delicate pianism.
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
